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Global focus Tentmakers in the U.S.? 
It is still surreal that our two year anniversary is quickly approach-
ing since we left Maryland to go to Thailand. I still remember that 
weird feeling  made out of excitement, anxiety and an unexplain-
able peace. We knew that we were to serve as tentmakers, and yet 
we didn’t know where we are going to stay or even how we were 
going to stay, but picked up our life in obedience…. And God pro-
vided every step of the way and we came 
back with wonderful gift; our third child. 
 
We had many concerns after we came 
back to the US. What are we to do with 
all the relationships that we made in 
Thailand? How can we continue to pur-
sue our mandate of serving and spread-
ing the word of our savior? 
 
Global Opportunities, an mission advo-
cacy organization based in California, 
has the following definition for tentmak-
ers.  
 

“Christian professionals who work in secular jobs in 
order to reach other people with the gospel, by inte-

grating work and witness.“ 
 

Notice that ‘foreign country’ is not in the definition? 
 
Most Christians will admit that the Bible teaches us to tell everyone 
about their savior and to serve ‘the least of these’, but yet too often 
Churches do not teach how to be a “tentmaker” nor able to provide 

the opportunities due to lack of 
resources. 
 
Since we came back, we have 
found our new direction for the 
organization; to provide oppor-
tunities for Christians to be   
“tentmakers”, by providing 
opportunities to serve in their 
communities, building relation-
ships and making disciples. 
 

God has blessed us with new, 
wonderful relationships includ-
ing Salvation Army to serve 
the poor, various assisted living 
homes have open doors to 
serve the elderly, Gabriel 
House to help and build  
relationships with women in 
crises pregnancies, group of  
passionate Christians working 
to abolish modern slavery, and 
various Churches who have 
invited and accepted us to work 
together with them to serve the community. 
 
We have also been able to keep our relationships with missionaries 
in Thailand through your generous donations. We have been able to 
deliver aid to Mynmmar, medical care to the Karin people, and 
provide English education to children of low income families in 
Thailand through Santisuk Church.  
 
It is great 
to be back with our friends. We are always looking for partners.

Christian Abolitionists?

When it comes to combating slavery and human trafficking, those who call themselves Christians have 
had their moments of courageous sacrifice and honor as well as their moments of shameful participation 
and complicity. The abolition movement of the 1800’s was in large part faith-based. With the potential of 
as many as 27 million men, women and children around the world forced to work without pay, under 
threat of violence and unable to walk away, it is once again time for those who follow Jesus the Christ to 
rise to courageous sacrifice and honor. 
 
Here are three foundational reasons followers of Christ should be at the forefront of combating human 
trafficking: 

1. At the beginning of His pubic ministry Jesus stood in the midst of the religious community and 
proclaimed: “"The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to 
the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, 
to release the oppressed” (Luke 4:18). As those claiming to follow and represent Him on the earth, 
we cannot pick and choose our mission. This is further emphasized in John 20:21, the resurrected 
Jesus greets His followers saying: "Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending 
you." His mission needs to become our mission. 

 

2. Every Christian who understands God’s grace, recognizes that it is only by God’s grace and 
mercy that we or our family members are not trafficking victims ourselves.  We could just as eas-
ily been born in a different cultural and economic reality, just as easily been victimized by abus-
ers. But for reasons only God knows, we were allowed to live in relative political and physical 
freedom. Though the context is dealing more with spiritual freedom, the Apostle Peter’s admoni-
tion in 1 Peter 2:16 can be extrapolated to the issue of trafficking as well: 
“Live as free men, but do not use your freedom as a cover-up for evil; live 
as servants of God.” We dishonor Christ by enjoying personal freedom as 
some entitlement or birthright while ignoring the slavery of others. 

 

3. Each of us was spiritually enslaved to sin before our freedom was bought 
by the sacrificial death of Jesus Christ (Romans 6:6, 17, 20). Christians 
understand that we were redeemed, bought back with a price that was pre-
cious to God – His own life. The Apostle Paul writes in 1 Corinthians 6:19-
20: “You are not your own; you were bought at a price.”  Jesus did not just 
come to set “them” free.  He came to set “us” free. 

 
The One we call Lord is all about the abolition of slavery. Are we with Him? 
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Slavery in the US 
Kevin Bales and Ron Soodalter’s new book,  “The Slave Next Door” dis-
cusses today’s state of slavery in the United States. Yes, you heard it, in the 
year 2009. If you thought Slavery was done and over with, you may be 
shocked. Here are some “101” for the slavery in the US. 

1. Slavery in not about illegal immigration or prostitution; it about peo-
ple without the freedom of mobility and basic human rights. 

2. In the US, you will find slaves doing many services. You will find 
them at restaurants, cleaning crew, agricultural industry, prostitution 
group, peddling/begging rings, and in traveling sales crews.  

3. About 14,500  to 17,500 people are trafficked to the US as slaves. 
4. US citizens are not immune to slavery.  
5. Conviction rate for murder in the US is above 70%, yet trafficking 

conviction rate is abysmal ~1%.
